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1. For Christians serious about their faith, our relationship with the law changes (we are dead to sin); our relationship with God changes (we are alive to Him). 

2. For Christians serious about their faith, we do not live by rules, but in a living relationship with Christ.

Answer: “It reveals”
Romans 7:7, HCSB - 7 What should we say then? Is the law sin? Absolutely not! On the contrary, I would not have known sin if it were not for the law. For example, I would not have known [in the 12th year of his life, a young boy would be instructed in the law.  At age 13, he would be presented to society as a man is a ceremony called a bar mitzvah] what it is to covet [from the Heb. hā-maḏ,; Gk: e-pith-y-mé-ō; both meaning “to crave something in an evil manner that does not belong to you”] if the law had not said,  Do not covet [All OT quotes are in bold face in the HCSB, cf., Exodus 20:17]. 
Romans 7:8–9, HCSB - 8 And sin, seizing an opportunity through the commandment, produced in me coveting of every kind. For apart from the law sin is dead. 9 Once I was alive apart from the law, but when the commandment came, sin sprang to life.   
2. What does ____________________ do to them?   

Answer: “It Ruins”
Romans 7:10–14, HCSB - 10 and I died. The commandment that was meant for life resulted in death for me. 11 For sin, seizing an opportunity through the commandment, deceived me, and through it killed me. 12 So then, the law is holy, and the commandment is holy and just and good. 13 Therefore, did what is good cause my death? Absolutely not! On the contrary, sin, in order to be recognized as sin, was producing death in me through what is good, so that through the commandment, sin might become sinful beyond measure. 14 For we know that the law is spiritual, but I am made out of flesh, sold into sin’s power. 
3. What does ____________________ do for them?   

Answer: “He Saves”
Romans 7:24–25, HCSB - 24 What a wretched man I am! Who will rescue me from this dying body? 25 I thank God through Jesus Christ our Lord! So then, with my mind I myself am a slave to the law of God, but with my flesh, to the law of sin. 
Romans 7:24–25, NCV - 24 What a miserable man I am! Who will save me from this body that brings me death? 25 I thank God for saving me through Jesus Christ our Lord! So in my mind I am a slave to God’s law, but in my sinful self I am a slave to the law of sin. 
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	A Person without God is doomed by the law.  

The ultimate purpose of the law was to drive men to faith in Jesus Christ (who fulfilled the demands of the law on man’s behalf.)
