2. God Want to Save All Kinds of People.

Matthew 1:1, 17, HCSB - 1 The historical record of Jesus Christ, the Son of David, the Son of Abraham…17 So all the generations from Abraham to David were 14 generations; and from David until the exile to Babylon, 14 generations; and from the exile to Babylon until the Messiah [the exact word for “Christ”—as the terms are used interchangeable], 14 generations. 

A. His name declares His identity.  
 Ἰησοῦς (Jesus), a name, means “savior” (Hebrew: יְהוֹשׁוּעַ, “Joshua”),
Χριστός (Christ), a title, means “the anointed one.” 
מָשִׁיחַ (Messiah), always an adjective, means “the deliverer or rescuer.”   
Jehovah [Hebrew derivative of Yahweh (God) and Adonai (Lord)], means “our salvation.” 
B. His name declares His intention. 

Matthew 1:20–21, HCSB - 20 But after he had considered these things, an angel of the Lord suddenly appeared to him in a dream, saying, “Joseph, son of David, don’t be afraid to take Mary as your wife, because what has been conceived in her is by the Holy Spirit. 21 She will give birth to a son, and you are to name Him Jesus, because He will save His people from their sins.” 
C. His names declares His impoverishment. 

Matthew 1:23, HCSB - 23 See, the virgin will become pregnant and give birth to a son, and they will name Him Immanuel, which is translated “God is with us.” 
Philippians 2:5–8, NASB95 - 5 Have this attitude in yourselves which was also in Christ Jesus, 6 who, although He existed in the form of God, did not regard equality with God a thing to be grasped, 7 but emptied Himself, taking the form of a bond-servant, and being made in the likeness of men. 8 Being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself by becoming obedient to the point of death, even death on a cross. 
Hebrews 4:15–16, NASB95 - 15 For we do not have a high priest who cannot sympathize with our weaknesses, but One who has been tempted in all things as we are, yet without sin. 16 Therefore let us draw near with confidence to the throne of grace, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help in time of need.
