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A. Abraham believed God and His promises.  This belief in God saved Him—not his great works for God.  (Romans: We are saved by grace, through Faith—works do not!) 
B. His saving faith was in God.  He had faith in God before his circumcision and ever before the law was given.
C. All that touches the heart of God is our faith in Him.

STUDY VERSE SECTION - Romans 4:6–8, HCSB - 6 Likewise [not only is Abraham an example], David [the greatest king in Israeli history] also speaks of the blessing [Important: The article “the”—this is a Hebrew idiom for “salvation.”  “Blessing” without a definite article refers to wisdom—not material blessings. It’s a little deeper than just “happy”—the root meaning of the word.]  of the man God credits righteousness to apart from works: 7 How joyful are those whose lawless acts are forgiven and whose sins are covered! 8 How joyful is the man the Lord will never charge with sin! [rf., Gen. 32]
